Showcases “Dalma Fish” Project & “Jaywun”

As part of its participation in the Abu
Dhabi International Boat Show 2025
(ADIBS 2025), the Environment Agency
- Abu Dhabi (EAD) is showcasing its pio-
neering “Dalma Fish” project - the first
of its kind in the UAE and the region - to
cultivate high-value native species using
floating marine cage systems integrated
with advanced artificial intelligence tech-
nologies. The Agency’s marine research
vessel, “Jaywun”, the most advanced in
the Middle East, is also featuring at the
show.

Located in Dalma Island in the Al Dha-
fra region, the sea cage project aims to
produce approximately 100 tonnes an-
nually of native fish species, including
rabbitfish, snapper, emperor fish and sea
bream. This milestone supports the im-
plementation of Abu Dhabi’s sustainable
aquaculture policy, alleviates pressure
on natural fish stocks, helps mitigate
the impacts of climate change, enhanc-
es food security and stimulates future
investments in the aquaculture sector.
Representing a regional first, the proj-
ect’s key differentiator is its use of
Al-driven tools and solutions, alongside
stringent environmental sustainability
standards that include robust protocols
for monitoring water quality, underwa-
ter sensors and cameras to track

fish health and behaviour
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and a smart data analytics platform. The
project also integrates cutting-edge in-
novations such as drone-based feeding,
marking a global first.

During ADIBS 2025, EAD is also showcas-
ing the research vessel “Jaywun”, which
has received a number of national and
international awards and accreditations,
including the Future Fit Seal award,
granted by the UAE Government Devel-
opment and Future Office. In another
first for the regional, Jaywun also won
the Work Boat World Award for Best
Large Research Vessel for 2023 from
Baird Maritime, and also took second
place in the Sharjah Sustainability Award.
Jaywun is a sophisticated scientific plat-
form equipped with the latest marine
technologies used in environmental
and oceanographic studies, including
advanced water quality monitoring sys-
tems and state-of-the-art marine sur-
veying instruments. Through guided
onboard tours, visitors will have the op-
portunity to explore the vessel's research
equipment, modern instruments and ad-
vanced laboratories, gaining first-hand
insight into its vital role in supporting
marine monitoring programmes and

safeguarding marine ecosystems.
Through its participation, EAD aims to
promote the use of technology and in-
novation in marine conservation, while
inspiring younger generations to engage
in marine sciences and research, rein-
forcing Abu Dhabi’s standing as a region-
al leader in environmental and marine
sustainability.
